Last Friday early morning, I was on the way from my daughter’s school to home, there was a big traffic jam, and I was sitting in the car impatiently. I saw the traffic light had turned green several times, but no car moved. After waiting a long time, finally the cars in front of me started moving. Suddenly, a policewoman jumped out from the car that parked on the road side and waved her hands to ask four cars to pull over on the shoulder of the road. My car was number three.  “I don’t know,” I answered in a very honest way. She said, “There is a sign that says ‘no driving on shoulder’”.

 “Really? I didn’t see it, I just follow the front cars……” She looked at me with pitying eyes and said, “Sorry, you cannot just follow them.”  Then I got my first traffic ticket in my life. 
I felt so bad about it. I’m a careful driver who always watches speed signs and other signs, but how could I never notice that there is such a sign over there? That afternoon, I drove on that road again and carefully looked for the sign, it was there! I wondered why I never noticed this road sign. One of the reasons I can explain is that sometimes we just see what we want to see. When I drive, only speed signs and construction signs catch my attention because I know there is a big fine for that. Small signs like “Do not pass” seems like it’s not a big deal, so I never pay attention to them. That’s why no matter how many times I drove on that road, I never saw that sign.
