Warning
Recently, I watched a Chinese television series that was banned in China. It’s actually a rare piece of good work. The writer tried to reveal some major issues that Chinese people are facing now, and used the death of the main character to give a wake-up call to the audience. It is that nobody can rely on his own intelligence and wisdom to do whatever he wants. People should know how to make good use of the power and the money to serve other people, not to cheat and go against the law. Otherwise, power and money will be his death trap.
But surprisingly, I heard some people talking about how interested and even envious they were of the main character’s sins. They thought he was so cool—he had power, money and a mistress. They even criticized that the writer should not have let the character die. They thought the main character wasn’t too bad; he was just unlucky enough to be caught. This phenomenon really worries me. When people began turning a blind eye to crime, what kind of society will we become? Even more frightening is that some people’s hearts are yearning for the fun of sin. 
That reminded of me the story of Nineveh. In Jonah, God asked Jonah: “Go to the great city of Nineveh and preach against it, because its wickedness has come up before me.”(Jonah1:2) Jonah went to Nineveh and He proclaimed: "Forty more days and Nineveh will be overturned." the Ninevites believed God. They declared a fast, and all of them, from the greatest to the least, put on sackcloth. When the news reached the king of Nineveh, he rose from his throne, took off his royal robes, covered himself with sackcloth and sat down in the dust. Then he issued a proclamation in Nineveh: 
      "By the decree of the king and his nobles: 
       Do not let any man or beast, herd or flock, taste anything; do not let them eat or drink.  But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth. Let everyone call urgently on God. Let them give up their evil ways and their violence.  Who knows? God may yet relent and with compassion turn from his fierce anger so that we will not perish."   When God saw what they did and how they turned from their evil ways, he had compassion and did not bring upon them the destruction he had threatened.(Jonah3:4-10) 

I really admire Ninevites and the king of Nineveh, because they could listen, believe and repent. So they were not perished. Today, God is using a lot of ways to warn us not to follow sin but follow him instead because he is the way, the truth, and the life. Faced with God’s warning, do you want to listen to God’s warning and repent your sin? Or do you want to ignore God’s warning and enjoy the fun of sin? Which one do you want to choose?
