Knowledge is not always good for us
I’ve gotten a new task of being my daughter’s driving escort since school started. 
This is definitely not an easy task for me because I don’t enjoy driving too much. Most of the time, I do my best to avoid driving. Now I have to sit beside my daughter Mandy and watch as she drives. On the first day, I had to pray in my heart the whole time, otherwise I’d scream.
One day, a question popped up, “Why do you feel nervous when Mandy drives?” Right away, I answered, “because she is a new driver. It’s a very reasonable answer, but I remembered that many years ago, my husband had just started learning to drive. I sat beside him and felt very happy, not at all nervous. Why? Is because that I trust my husband more than my daughter? The answer is actually “No”. Compared to my husband, Mandy is more careful, she never takes any risks when she drives and she finished professional driver training.
An old story helped me find the answer.  Many years ago, I had a classmate and he always gave me a ride to school. At the beginning, I didn’t know how to drive. Every time he drove, I felt happy, relaxed, and appreciative. After I learned driving, things changed. When he drove, sometimes I started to judge and criticize the way he drove. One day, after I screamed, he said, “Li, did you notice that something has totally changed?” 

I asked, “What’s changed?”

He said: “You changed. Since you learned how to drive, you started to feel nervous when I drove…..” Today, when I recalled this dialogue, I realized that knowing something is not always good for us. 

The reason is that when we think that we know something, we start to doubt, judge and criticize things or people based on what we know. But we forget one important thing: we cannot know things completely. No wonder God told us “You must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for when you eat of it you will surely die.”(Genesis 2:17) Because he knows that as human beings, we cannot know things completely. Partial knowledge only brings us self-pride. Self-pride will lead us to a dead end. After I realized this, I put my full trust in Mandy. Now, I feel really relaxed when I sit beside her. I noticed that Mandy drives better and better in my trust. So get rid of the “knowledge” you have, open your mind, trust, and your life will be easier and better.
